Inside the house, the elegant Banqueting 

Hall seats 130 guests for your wedding 

breakfast with numerous options for 

further reception rooms.

With views reaching across the deer park, the bay window 
in the Banqueting Hall is the perfect spot for your top table. 
The airy room complements any theme with elegant period 
features including ornamental windows, high ceilings and a 
marble fireplace which can be dressed with flowers. 

Warmly welcome guests with a roaring log fire in the Great Hall with a drinks reception or relax in the gilded 
Drawing Room. The latter has its own baby grand piano and famous ornate ceiling known as the Burst of 
Angels. The cosy Champagne Bar and newly refurbished disco can host up to 250 guests for an evening party.

The HisToRy of ST AudRieS PArK
Records of the St Audries estate can be traced 
back as far as 1086, when it was mentioned in 
the Doomsday Book. William de Mahon held 
Cantocheve as it was then known, detailing 
people, animals, farm implements, 50 acres of 
woodland and 16 acres of meadow. The name 
Cantocheve derives from canto cuan - meaning 
hill country referring to the beautiful hills of the 
Quantocks that loom above the estate.

Half a century later the Malet family of Enmore 
Castle held ownership of the site. The family 
were descendants of Guillame Malet, who was 
a companion and kinsman of William I. The 
estate stayed with the Malet family for over 500 
years, and it was one of its descendants, Michael 
Malet, who renamed it to St Audries and carried 
out extensive work, enlarging the site into one 
huge, profitable, working estate.

However, much of the beautiful mansion that 
we see today was built by the Acland family 
between 1835 and 1870. Sir Alexander Bateman 
Periam Fuller Acland-Hood carried out 
extensive renovations including new frontages 
on the South West and South East aspects, 
allowing for the Great Hall with the Minstrel’s 
Gallery that we still see today. The state rooms 
were furnished with the finest material from 
all corners of the world and valuable paintings 
adorned the walls including Turner’s `The 
Beach at Hastings`. Today, the Turner picture 
may no longer be present, but the stately feel of 
this quintessentially British country estate still 
remains for its wedding couples to enjoy in 

all its glory.
